 Greetings.  Your Church Council met on October 5, 2009.  Our spiritual stretching fo-
cused on Mark 10, verses 17-22.   We have this nice rich man, doing what he thinks he needs 
to do to get into heaven.  Yet Jesus instructs him to sell everything he has and give the money 
to the poor.  What would you struggle to give up - a quilt made by a great grandmother, a 
stock portfolio, a tattered book of children’s stories? 
 The majority of our discussion was about the pending 2010 budget.  The Board of Trustees and Coun-
cil agree – we must have a balanced budget.  To the extent we can’t raise sufficient revenue through our pledge 
dollars, we will be forced to reduce our expenses.  We have a large and beautiful physical plant – and those 
dollars are already at a bare minimum.  Actually, they are below minimum, with thanks to our many members 
and volunteers that work to keep these costs so low. 
 Our vision has three components.  One is outreach and mission.  Some of this work is funded with cell 
tower monies, some is funded with designated gifts and some is funded with our annual budget.  A second 
component of our vision is children and youth.  Might we be faced with reducing the funding for our vision 
work? 
 We are blessed in many ways.  Please, please, think and pray about what you might give up to follow 
Jesus.  Please, please, think and pray about what your 2010 church pledge might be.  And please, come to the 
next Council meeting (November 2, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.) to offer your comments on how we might be all that we 
can be and how we can fund our work. 
 
Open and Affirming 
  What is it?  Let’s find out. 
            On Sunday, November 15, we will have a chance to continue the conversation which began last 
March.  Several people at the “Discussing Homosexuality” meeting expressed an interest to learn what is Open 
and Affirming.  Here’s our chance. 
    Roger Adams from the United Church on the Green, UCC in New 
Haven will join us for worship and lead a discussion and question and an-
swer period on the process afterwards in the Parish House. The purpose of 
the meeting is to learn more about what does Open and Affirming mean as 
we continue our tradition of engaging spiritual and social issues through dia-
logue. 
 Roger and his wife and daughter have been members of the United 
Church on the Green since 1981.  His church became an Open and Affirm-
ing congregation 20 years ago.  Roger has served there as Moderator twice 
and as a member and/or chairperson of Deacons, Stewards and most other 
committees over the years.  He is an articulate, committed, experienced 
church leader who will help us as we continue on our journey of exploration 
and discernment.

 Question:  Why do we have to celebrate Advent? What is it anyway? 
 Answer:  Advent is a liturgical season celebrated by all sorts of churches world-
wide—including every mainline Protestant denomination.  The word comes from the Latin 
word adventus, or "coming."  It is meant to be time of expectant waiting and preparation for 
the celebration of  Jesus’ birth. Advent begins on the fourth Sunday before December 25. That means, this 
year, it will begin on Sunday, November 29.  
 The Greek word for advent is parousia, commonly used in the Bible to refer to the Second Coming of 
Christ. Therefore the season of Advent reminds us that the people of Israel waited long for the birth of their 
Messiah and that we Christians today wait for the second coming of Christ.  Because it directs our thoughts 
both to the first coming of Jesus Christ as Savior, and to his second coming as Judge, special lessons are pre-
scribed for each of the four Sundays in Advent. 
 From the 4th century, the season was kept as a period of fasting and penitence as strict as that of Lent. 
In its double focus on past and future, Advent symbolizes the spiritual journey of individuals and a congrega-
tion, as they affirm that Christ has come, that He is present in the world today, and that He will come again in 
power. So, as the church prepares to celebrate God’s inbreaking into history in the Incarnation, and anticipates 
a future consummation to that history for which "all creation is groaning awaiting its redemption," it also con-
fesses its own responsibility as a people commissioned to "love the Lord your God with all your heart" and to 
"love your neighbor as yourself."  
 Because of the dual themes of threat and promise, Advent is a time of preparation that is marked by 
prayer. Advent’s prayers are prayers of humble devotion and commitment, prayers of submission, prayers for 
deliverance, prayers from those walking in darkness who are awaiting and anticipating a great light. 
 Because it is a season of introspection and prayer, of watching and waiting, we spend more time in our 
worship in contemplation and quiet reflection during Advent.  We tend to be people of “Hurry up,” “I’m too 
busy,” and “I want what I want when I want it.”  Such a failure to take time to pay attention to our spiritual 
lives can poison them. As such, the season of Advent is a much needed antidote to our times.

Finding Pete: Rediscovering the Brother I Lost in Vietnam 

 
 In November 1965 a civilian aid worker, Peter Hunting, was killed in the Mekong Delta.  His sister, 
Jill, was left filled with questions.  For decades these questions would remain unanswered, with Pete’s family 
struck silent by the overwhelming grief and his many letters home destroyed in a basement flood.  Then, in 
2004, boxes of Pete’s letters emerged and Jill began a process of historical detective work and an emotional re-
acquaintance with a brother lost too soon. 
 Jill Hunting’s memoir, Finding Pete, traces Pete’s journey from an idealistic college student to a savvy 
member of the International Voluntary Services—digging wells, laying brick, teaching English and writing 
witty letters home describing the small absurdities of everyday life in a foreign land. 
 The book also highlights Pete’s family roots in Woodbridge, his visits with his extended family here 
and his ultimate funeral and burial from the First Church of Christ.
